The Value Income Equity portfolio seeks investment opportunities in medium and large public companies which are generating excess free 
cash �ow and whose equity securities are trading at a discount to  our estimation of intrinsic value.  Our relative value discipline allows us to 
measure risk and reward for each security within a company’s capital structure and invest where we see the best opportunity.  Every security 
identi�ed for investment must have a speci�c objective within the portfolio, and one or more clearly de�ned catalysts capable of producing 
an 18% total return over the ensuing 12-18 months.  

Winthrop Capital Management (WCM) believes that a disciplined portfolio structuring process combined with strict relative value 
measurement results in superior performance and a controlled level of risk.  Through our research process, we analyze each security and value 
every part of the organization’s capital structure.  As a result, we often will uncover investment opportunities overlooked by other investors.  
We consistently seek to build portfolios which are invested in securities that have been thoroughly researched, and to structure the portfolio in 
a manner to minimize risk and achieve the desired return objective.
